 Matters Arising from 26/7/12:
a.
Planning Officers – following the suggestion that a planning officer is invited to attend each meeting it was agreed that a decision to invite or not would be made for each individual meeting.

Video Projector & Screen – Richard Cobden has done some research, and Rusty will talk further to him prior to placing an order.
Focus Groups
Agreed at a previous meeting was to create 4 groups working under the Steering Group, all of which would have a different remit. These were (1) Buildings and Development, (2) Environment, (3) Regeneration, Economy and Tourism, and (4) Social Wellbeing and Community.
Manning needs to include a Steering Group member as leader, plus others. 
Indications to date are that Guy Boorman, Terry Nolan & Jon Pearson will work on Buildings & Development, Richard Day on Environment, Carl Blenkinsop, Bede Townsend and Emma Stevens on Regeneration, Economy & Tourism. Nobody for Social Wellbeing & Community yet.
It was agreed that:

· A check needs to be made with Richard Day in case he has any other details/nominations/volunteers
· The Steering Group would liaise with the “helpers” to see if any of them wish to serve on a Focus Group

· A plea will be made in October’s Gurnard News for Focus Group members

Consultation Questionnaires:
a.
1st General Questionnaire
It is estimated that there was a 40% return, which is good! It was reported that some work has been done to create a spreadsheet for the feedback results, and it was suggested that if everyone adds their own data, one final document can be created – a separate meeting may be needed for this. It was also suggested that Northwood “fringe” residents should be made aware of the website links etc, but this was rejected. It was agreed that some detailed guidance is needed from Bede/Jon as to how Steering Group members with completed forms can input to any document (website link for direct input, additional meeting?)
b.
Housing Needs Survey

Discussion took place on the rapidly becoming urgent need to progress this survey, and it was reported that 2 developers had made contact during the summer break. Emma Stevens offered to assist with data input. It was agreed that the analysis of the 1st general questionnaire was fundamental to the formatting of the Housing Needs Survey, and that the draft model already worked upon earlier can be used as a template. This, together with the distribution methodology, will be discussed at the next meeting.
Consultation Programme
The original draft programme was studied and alterations were made as follows:
· July - Start meeting with community groups moved to October & November
· September – Invitations to Focus Groups changed to read Create Focus Groups 

· November – Add Survey Follow up

· December – add Christmas Fayre (school) presence
